Jaycees Bass Tournament Rules 2011
1. All state, Federal, and Local laws shall apply at all times. The Nacogdoches Jaycees and Cassell-Boykins are not responsible for any injuries or property damage sustained during the tournament. Fish at your own risk.

2. The tournament director will make the final decision in all matters concerning the tournament.

3. Five (5) fish limit per team.

4. All fish must be 14 inches.

5. Only Largemouth and Kentucky Bass are to be taken by casting artificial lures.  No live bait in boat during tournament, and all fishing must be done from a boat.

6. Each team must be registered by May 14th, 2011.  The tournament will be on May 21st, 2011 at Cassell-Boykins.  Registration will cost $100 per boat, with a maximum of 2 persons per boat.  A $20 late registration fee will be applied after April 20th. 

7. Each person is required to wear a U.S. Coast Guard approved life jacket at all times when the combustion engine is running.

8. Fishing is permitted any place on the designated lake except within 50 yards of another boat that is anchored or tied on that location.

9. Dead fish will be counted, but with a ½ lb. deduction per dead fish, and no white gill fish will be allowed.  A ½ lb deduction will also apply to dead fish for the Big Bass side pot competition.

10. Tournament start time will be 6:00 a.m.  Boats can be on the water earlier, but fishing time does not start until 6:00 a.m.  All boats must check in at Cassells- Boykin starting at 5:00 a.m.  You may launch from any ramp on Sam Rayburn Reservoir. 

11. Weigh in will start at 3:00 p.m. at Cassells-Boykin.  At least one team member should check in from each team before 3:00 p.m.  No late check in will be approved.

12. A side pot for Big Bass will cost $5 per person with a 100% payout.
